Concert Critiques

Concert critiques should be two pages double-spaced and in twelve point Times New Roman font.  In order to receive full points for your concert critique, you should include the following:

Topic paragraph:

Topic paragraph introducing what is to be covered in your paper.  Namely, did you enjoy the concert overall or not and for what reasons?  

Body Paragraphs:

· The first paragraph should discuss whether or not you thought the choreography was effective and why.  Be sure to address concepts we have talked about in class that deal with the use of time, space, body, energy, or choreographic principles.  You do not need to address every piece in the concert, just specifically analyze a couple of your favorites.  

· The second paragraph should discuss the use of costumes and lighting.  What did you think was effective/ineffective and why?  Again, choose a couple of specific pieces to discuss and cite as examples.  If you could have changed one of the costumes or lighting choices, what would you have done differently?

· The third paragraph should address the quality of the performance.  What did you think about the dancers’ ability to perform?  Were they convincing performers?  Why or what not?  What can you learn from the performers that you could apply during class?

Concluding paragraph:  What did you think of the concert overall?  What did you learn from watching the performers?
